· Committee met to discuss the expressions of interest received and time/day for interviews. Interview letters and supporting documentation was hand delivered by Gordon Dryburgh on this day.

13 May 2008:

· One candidate telephoned Gordon Dryburgh to withdraw her EOI.

16 May 2008:

· Committee interviewed two candidates. Both candidates were well presented and the Committee was impressed by their enthusiasm for the position. Notwithstanding these observations the Committee were of the opinion that neither candidate demonstrated sufficient experience or understanding of the prerequisites for the duties as canteen supervisor especially in regards to nutritional knowledge, volunteer organization and financial management. Gordon Dryburgh telephoned both candidates and advised them of the above. A unanimously decision was made to put an advertisement in the Newcastle Herald for Saturday. PRINCIPALS REPORT

· Athletics Carnival: Some complaints have been received concerning an uneven running track, which caused some children to tumble. The School is evaluating this at the moment and may go to Adamstown No. 1 for 2009.

· Playground Works:  The drainage is being redone, although no end date is known at this stage.
· Toilets: Upgrade has been completed.

· Harmony Day Grant: A grant has been applied for Harmony day, which is held in March 2009. This will involve displays of different Cultures dancing, cooking and giving the students a perspective in growing up in different circumstances.
· Signage: Approval has been given to erect a sign on the Salvation Army building on Brunker Rd, Corner Mandalong Rd as a way of drawing attention tot eh School.
· Security Fence: The School is on the list for the fence to be completed by the end of the financial year 2008/2009.

· Industrial Dispute: This occurred last Thursday. Warwick advised 12 students attended School that day.

· Safe: The School safe has now been installed.

· Green Vouchers: A grant for installed rain water tanks to connect them to the toilets for flushing will be applied for. This will also be for spring-loaded taps to the bubblers. Warwick advised that at his last School (Mayfield East) when these measurers were installed water consumption was cut substantially.

· Lighting to COLA. Warwick suggested that rather then repair the lights to the COLA it may be more practicable to purchase Lights on a stand from a Hardware Store. The consensus of the meeting was that this was a good idea.

· Fathers Day Breakfast: Warwick has applied to have the School included on a programme where the breakfast is supplied through corporate sponsorship free of charge to the School. Further details to be provided.
